Grill Greeting for Summer Sundays

Props needed:

· Large Grill

· Grill utensils

· Largest McDonald’s Bag with stuff in it

· Drink carrier with two supersized drinks

· Two lawn chairs

· 45 $1 gift certificates from McDonalds – 15 1st service, 30 2nd service

Pre-Skit Setup

· Grill is setup on platform off to one side

· The two chairs are set up on either side of the grill

· The McDonalds stuff is inside the grill, with the grill top closed

· Find sound effect of grill using google, burn to CD

@ countdown 0:00, Worship Band Begins, 

As soon as band starts,

START CD LOOP “Grill Noise”, let play quietly behind skit,

Fade out CD when Grill is opened later in the skit

(two men enter while band plays, they sit, everything is VERY RELAXED)

Scott:  (wait for CD grill sound effect  to start)  It’s the first official cookout of the summer.  Ahh . . .Listen to that sizzle.

(stop for a few seconds to listen)  

Karl: You’re right.  There’s nothing quite like grillin’.  The weekend is here.  Sun’s out.  We got good food on the grill.  

Scott:  There’s nothin’ like it.  

(both sit for a few seconds quietly, relaxing)

Karl:  (eyes half closed, soaking in the sun)  Sure does smell good.  Is the food almost done?  I am feeling pretty hungry.

Scott:  We just gotta let it cook.  It should be done soon.  It’s not fast-food, you know.

(both sit and relax again for a few seconds, sigh deeply)

Karl: Well, what do you think?  We should check the burgers.  

Scott:  Yeah, you’re right.  It’s probably time to flip them or something.  I’ll take a look.

(FADE OUT GRILL SOUND)
(Scott opens the grill, and pulls out a McDonald’s bag and a carrier with two large drinks.  Scott is not surprised by this, but Karl is pleasantly surprised)

Karl:  Hey!  All right!  That’s awesome!  

Scott:  I guess it is fast food.

Karl:  We love to make you smile.  (takes the bag from 2 and starts looking through it as they both leave)

(Worship Team Singers begin from back, handing out McDonald’s Gift Certificate, make their way up to platform as greeter speaks)

Greeter:  We love to make you smile.  Good morning.  Welcome to the New Lothrop Nazarene Church.  It’s so nice to have you here.  If this is your first time, we’re so glad you came.  It takes a lot of courage to step into a new building full of new things.  But we believe God’s got great things in store for you today!  If this is not your first NLNC Sunday, we’re glad you came back.  Good to see you again.  Summer’s here: cookouts, vacations, warm weather, but we’ve learned that nothing makes us smile like an NLNC Sunday.  Would you stand with us, and share a smile with someone near you this morning.
