The Newlywed Game, A skit

Characters:

Host – Perhaps enjoys instigating arguments with couples a little too much

Andrew and Michelle – Couple #1, Always get along

Nick and Emily – Couple #2, Like all the same things

Matt and Samantha – Couple #3, Agree on everything

(Theme music begins, project “Applause” on screen)

(Lights up on Host)

Rush:  Good morning.  I’m Rush Inuit, and welcome to the Newlywed Game, the game where some recent “I do”’ers have the chance to see how well they really “do” know each other.  Let’s meet our couples.  Tell us your names, how long you’ve been married, and your favorite thing about your marriage.  Couple #1

Andrew:  My name is Andrew and this is my wife, Michelle.  

Michelle:  Hi! (looks lovingly at her husband.  It’s corny and overdramatic)

Andrew:  We’ve been married for 16 blissful months.  (looks at wife and smiles).  Let’s see, I think the best part of our marriage would have to be that we never fight.

Rush:  Really?  That seems impossible.  You never fight?

Michelle:  Yeah.  We always get along.  

Rush:  That’s wonderful.  Ok.  Couple #2.

Nick:  Well, we’re Nick and Emily.  We’ve been married now for 3 months.  

Rush:  Ooh, a fresh one!

Nick:  Yeah.  But it’s been so great so far.  We are so in love (look lovingly at each other, make it cheesy.)   The best part of our marriage is that we like all the same things.

Emily:  Yeah, we have everything in common.  Foods, colors, hobbies.  

Rush:   Well, it’s important that a couple has shared interests.  Ok.  Couple #3.

Matt:  We’re Matt and Samantha.  We’ve been married now for 2 years.  Sometimes we have little fights (referring to couple #1), and surely there are things I like that Samantha doesn’t (referring to couple #2).  And that’s ok.  But one thing about our marriage – we always agree on everything.

Samantha:  Yeah.  We are always on the same page.  I don’t think we’ve ever really disagreed on anything.  I think my husband’s perfect. 

Matt:  I agree!  (smile, pause for laughter)
Rush:  That’s great!  Ok.  Audience, are you ready to begin our game?  


(wait for applause)

Ok.  Here we go.  For our first round, ladies, I’m afraid I’m going to have to ask you to leave.

(ladies leave)

Rush:  Ok.  Gentlemen, I’m going to ask each of you one question.  Tell us your answers, then write them down on the cards in front of you.  


Andrew – If your wife could change one thing about herself, what would it be?

Andrew:  Hmm.  Well, I think she’s perfect.   At least for the most part.  That’s why we never argue.  Hmm.  But, sometimes she spends way too much money on certain things, like clothes.  I think she would want to be better with finances.  (writes “finances” on his card)

Rush:  Ok.  Nick, What is your wife’s favorite food?

Nick:  Oh, that’s a tough one.  We like all the same things, especially in regards to foods.  I took some cooking classes in college.  She loves homemade cooking.  I know what it is.  I make pre-cooked pork chops, on the George Foreman grill, with all the trimmings – instant potatoes, canned corn.  We have that at least twice a week.  Mmm Mmm good!  Pork chops, that’s her favorite food.  (writes “pork chops” on card)

Rush:  And finally, Matt, what is your wife’s political party affiliation?

Matt:  This is something that I’m glad my wife and I are on the same page on.  I’m quite passionate about politics.  We’re both die-hard republicans.  We’re conservatives to the core.  I’m really glad that we agree on this one.  She’s definitely a republican.  (draws GOP logo on card)

Rush:  Ok, audience, are you ready to hear from our wives?  



(Wait for applause)  (ladies enter)

Michelle, we asked your husband if you could change one thing about yourself, what would it be?  What do you think he said?

Michelle:  What would he say?  (thinks for a moment) Well, he’d probably say my hips.  

Andrew:  (looks at her hips)  Yeah, those, too.  (realizes his mistake, and immediately apologizes) – I’m sorry!!

Michelle:  Excuse me?!  (obviously displeased)  Well, what did you say, then? 

Andrew:  (shows card)

Michelle:  What?  Finances?  

Andrew: (realizes he’s in a no win situation, tries to be sensitive)  Well, sometimes you go a little overboard with clothes and stuff.  

Michelle:  (indignant) Really?  I have a problem with finances?  I’m not the one who just spent $300 last week on that lifesized Elvis bobblehead from Home Shopping Network!  Did you really have to have that?

Andrew:  (trying to change the subject, visibly embarrassed and desperate to get out of this tight spot)  Your hips really aren’t that bad.  

Michelle:  Well talk about this later.  (crosses arms and turns away)
Andrew:  But dear . . . (adlib until host intervenes)
Rush:  Somebody please take his shovel away.  He’s digging himself a deep hole there!  Ok.   Emily.  We asked your husband what your favorite food is.  What do you think he said?

Emily:  Hmm.  Well, I like all kinds of food.  But if I had to pick a favorite, I’d have to say, yeah, definitely Mexican.  

Nick:  What?  Honey, are you serious?

Emily:  Why?  What did you think I’d say?

Nick:  I make those pork chops for you all the time. You seem to really like them.   Do you not like them?

Emily:  No, I mean, yes, dear.  Those are great and all, but seriously, the Foreman grill is no match for Los Quatros Amigos!   My real favorite is Mexican.

Nick:  I never knew you liked Mexican.   I hate spicy foods.  Why do you let me make you stuff you don’t like that much?

Emily:  It’s just so sweet that you want to cook for me.   Wait, I never knew you didn’t like Mexican.  Why didn’t you tell me?

Nick:  You didn’t ask me.  Maybe we can compromise.   I can make you some pork chop tacos tonight.  How’s that sound?

Emily:  (slightly grossed out) Um, maybe not . . .

Rush:  Well, I guess it’s ok to not have everything in common.  But, pork tacos?   There are some things that just should not be compromised on.


Ok.  Samantha, we asked your husband what your political party affiliation is.  


(couple #1 wife still not looking at husband.  Still act this situation out silently)

Samantha:  Well, I’m not very vocal about my political views, but, well, ok.  I’m a Democrat.  

Matt:  (chuckles it off as if she’s really joking)  Ha.  She’s got such a sense of humor.  Quit joking around, honey.  We’re on TV in front of millions of people.  

Samantha:  Well, now millions of people know I’m a Democrat.  

Matt:  You’re not kidding?  (it suddenly hits him) Does that mean that you voted for . . .   No!  It can’t be.  That’s heresy!  Say it ain’t so!  

Samantha:  (a little surprised at his reaction)  Heresy?!  Just because we don’t agree completely?  I’m still your wife. 

Matt:  Why didn’t you tell me?  

Michelle:  Why did you have to buy that Elvis bobblehead?  (ad lib)

(All start to argue about their particular situation.  AD LIB)

Rush:  (must talk over the arguing, so speak loudly and clearly)  Well, as we discover in every episode, no relationship is stable all of the time.  The Ulti-Mate isn’t necessarily the perfect mate.  How will these couples survive these crucial early years?  That must wait for another game show.  For now this is Rush Inuit for the Newlywed Game.  See ya next time.
