Bachelor #1:  Super-cheesy pickup line guy

 Bachelor #2:  Insecure, wants a girl to do everything for him.

 Bachelor #3:  Knows who he is and what he is looking for

(Dating Game theme music starts)
Announcer:  Good morning and welcome to another episode of the Dating Game, the game where one lucky lady must decide which of these three men will win a date with her.  Before we bring out our bachelorette, let’s meet our contestants.


(Play Contestant music)


Bachelor #1 is currently unemployed, but says his hobbies include making up new pickup lines, and looking at himself in a mirror.  And he hopes someday to find that special someone.  Maybe today’s the day.  


Bachelor #2 is a successful fry cook at . . . Wendy’s? . . . who still currently lives at home with his mother, who he says is a lot like the person he’d like to marry – someone who can take care of him and make him happy.  He says . . . . hi mom.  


(#2 waves frantically)

Bachelor #3is an office manager who says that marriage is a partnership designed to make two people more than they can be apart.  Will he find that partner today?


We’ll find out in these next moments as we play . . . the Dating Game.


(play theme music again)


And now, here’s your host


(host and bachelorette enter)  Dave Vowes!


(“Applause” flashes on screen, theme music fades)

Dave:  Welcome to the Dating Game.  I have here with me Angie Triesagin (sounds like “And she tries again”), who says she has been frustrated recently with her lovelife.  Tell us a little about yourself, Miss Triesagin.

Angie:  Well, I just finished college, and I have been dating recently, but nobody seems to really know what they’re looking for.  I’m tired of wasting my time.  I’m hoping to find Mr. Right on your show.    

Dave:  Well, I hope you do.  And so do our bachelors.  Bachelors, say hi to Angie.

Bachelors 1, 2, and 3:  Hi Angie.

#1:  (singing)  Angie (sounds like “And She”) walks with me, Angie talks with me, Angie tells me I am her own . . 

Dave:  Ok, enough of that.  Angie, shall we get started?

Angie:  Yes.  Ok.  My first question is for Bachelor #1:  Are you religious?  

#1:  Oh yeah, definitely, in fact, why don’t you come over here, and shake my hand, so I can tell my friends I touched an angel!

Angie:  Oh how sweet!

#1:  Did you like my singing?

Angie:  Oh?  That was you?

#1:  Yeah, and there’s plenty more where that came from.  

Angie:  You have a great voice and you’re very charming.  Ok.  Bachelor #2 – If we were in a restaurant, and someone spilled pop on me, what would you do to help?

#2:  Well, first I’d call my mom.  She always knows just what to do.  

Angie:  So, you’re pretty close to your mom?  I think that’s really good.  But what would you do for me?

#2:  I don’t know.  I’m not good at cleaning up messes.  I guess I’m really just hoping that you’d take care of me.    

Angie:  (somewhat flabbergasted)  Really!?  Ok . . . Bachelor #3, What’s really important to look for in a marriage partner?

3:  I think a positive attitude, ability to communicate well, being able to have fun together, encouraging each others dreams.  Basically someone who will fight to see the best in me come out.

Angie:  Wow . . . Great answer.  Ok.  #1, same question.

1:  Well, if I were looking for a marriage partner, I think I’d have to rewrite the alphabet, because U and I should be together. 

Angie:  Aw, that’s kinda sweet, but you didn’t really answer the question.  

1:  Could I have a picture of you?  I want Santa to know exactly what I want for Christmas.

Angie:  All right.  You won’t answer my question.  Bachelor #2, same question – what’s really important to look for in a marriage partner?

2:  Probably someone like my mom.  Someone who will take care of me.  I work really hard, and need someone to take care of me.  Mom does my laundry, cooks for me, makes me soup when I’m sick, you know, the usual stuff.  

Angie:  (kinda freaked out)  Ok, well, that’s a little extreme.  Next question:  Bachelor #1, if we were on a date, what would be a sign that it was going well?

1:  Girl, you must be Jamaican, ‘cause Jamaican me crazy!

Angie:  (frustrated)  Ok.  I’m done asking you questions.  Bachelor #2.

2:  I think it’d be a good date if the woman paid for the meal.  Mom always pays when we go out.  

Angie:  Oh Gosh.  Bachelor #3, please!  Save me here.

3:  I don’t know.  I think it’d be a great date if we could have good conversation.  Also, I think it’s a good sign if we feel comfortable really being ourselves, able to make each other laugh.  

1:  Excuse me, I lost my phone #, can I have yours?

2:  (to #1)  You want my mom’s?  

Dave:  Wow.  (sarcastic?)  This is going to be a tough decision.  What will Angie’s decision be?  How will she choose between these three outstanding gentlemen?  Stay tuned as later we will find out which bachelor Angie Triesagin tries again with.

Announcer:  Welcome back to The Dating Game.  Let’s get back to the action.  Once again, here’s Dave Vowes!

Angie:  Yes.  This question is for bachelor #3:  What do you hope to accomplish in dating?    

3:  Well, the whole reason I’m dating in the first place is so that I can find someone I can build a successful marriage with.  I go into every date knowing that that person may not be the one, but my goal is to treat that person with respect and make them a better person for whoever they are going to marry.  

Angie:  Is this too good to be true?  Could somebody really be this prepared for dating?  That’s enough, guys.  Dave, I’ve made my choice.  I want to meet Bachelor #3.  

Dave:  You heard the lady.  Bachelor #3, come out and meet your date. 

(1 and 2 react negatively.  “You picked him?  Come on”  Eventually, 1 says to 2 “Hey, is your mom cooking tonight?  Could I come over?  2 says “yeah”  1 “Could I bring some laundry, too?”  2 “yeah, mom loves to do laundry.”  Etc.  and they join the others out front, in a line.  

(Theme music starts)

Dave:  It’s been another . . . interesting episode of the Dating game.  It goes to show you there are people out there setting the right standards for dating. 
 Where did we find these other two kooks?  I guess you can’t be too careful.  Anyway, have fun on your date, and until next time, this is Dave Vowes for the Dating game.  


(All blow a kiss to the audience, then adlib conversation as lights fade)
